eJournals

¥ Initial move to Internet  -  very restricted
¥ Publishers cautious Ð preserve rights but also

preserve existing revenues
¥ 10 years later standards for licensing ejournals have

emerged
¥ Maybe we donÕt need a license?

¥ eJournals primarily for educational use
¥ Publishers with primary revenue coming from

business or commercial sources more restrictive



eBooks

¥ Different types, different access models, different
technologies = different licensing
Ð Reference content Ð updated, IP authenticated, database

with new content being added (audio, video)
Ð Scholarly monograph -  for educational use, often replaces

print, aggregated with various models, IP used
Ð Popular books Ð for public entertainment, personal use,

DRM employed
Ð eAudiobooks Ð typically popular books with DRM employed
Ð eTextbooks Ð not really available for collections.
